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Wildlife Management
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Wildlife management encompasses the
conservation of threatened species, control
of unwanted species, and sustainable harvest
of resource species. We shall study
principles and techniques of managing wild
animals, which involves the investigation
and manipulation of animal populations,
habitats, and people. Through detailed
investigation of selected cases from varied
locations and situations, we shall discuss
the application of wildlife management
principles and practices worldwide.
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Vegetation is a major component of our
landscape. In this course, students learn
concepts of vegetation science, world
vegetation, climatic and edaphical factors
on distribution of plant communities,
vegetation dynamics and human impacts on
vegetation. Tropical rainforests, Japanese
forests, deserts and grasslands are focused
in this course. Students also learn field
practices of vegetation survey.
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Through an extensive lecture, which will
tackle environment, heritage conservation
and development, with case studies from
various countri es and regions around the
world, we shall learn how we continue to
live with heritage, how at times we need to
fight for conservation and to respect
sustainable livelihoods in the rapidly
changing wor ld.
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Role of International
Organizations and
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We shall study the roles and actions of
international agencies , including NGOs,
which deal with the conservation of natural
and cultural environment.
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Through cases of transnational cooperation,
we shall learn the effects and challenges of
international frameworks for
cultural/natural heritage conservation.
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Through some case studies from abroad, we
shall learn the role of communities in the
conservation of cultural/natural heritage
such as cultural landscapes.
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Is it possible to establish a sustainable
society through conservation of cultural and
natural heritage? Through various case
studies from other Continents, we shall
explore future directions.
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Project Practice in
Natural Heritage
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By carrying out field studies at an
identified site outside Japan, we shall
learn what is actually at stake in
identifying with our own eyes the issues and
challenges, who are the actors, what are
their respective roles, and how consensus-
building is made for a chosen solution for
the better of balancing heritage
conservation and sustainable development.
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Will visit protected areas such as National
Parks and Biosphere Reserves, and experience
practical aspects of protected area and
wildlife management.
Students will be experience approaches and
techniques to tackle practical conservation
issues at the human-nature interface.
I will be focused on topics within protected
areas.
