As Asia encompasses a great diversity of
many low-income countries and several well-
developed economies, two issues figure
prominently on the economic front;

integration. Therefore, “Southeast Asian
Economics I” focused on economic
development experiences and issues of the
countries in the region in the previous
academic year. In this year, “Southeast
Asian Economics 117 focuses on regional
economic integration in the context of
globalization.
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This course aims to introduce and analyze
major theories and approaches of

Its focus includes
population and rural development, migration
and rural development, growth

technological changes and innovation of
agricultural sector, education and rural
development. Briefly reviewgin various
theories, this course intends for students
to deepen their understandings so that they
could raise interesting issues on analysis
on agricultural and rural development

This course covers some topics in
intermediate microeconomics. The topics
include price-discrimination, decision
theory under risk, game theory (strategic
interaction), oligopoly market, and
asymmetric information (moral hazard and
adverse selection). Apart from the basic
competitive market model, we will study
other aspects of markets such as monopolies
, duopolies. Introductory calculus is used
in this course but the required skill is
rudimentary
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This course aims to provide students with a 01DF601, 01DP650<& [E
critical understanding of public policy, —
administration and management in the HETIRE,
developing world within the context of
globalization. Combining elements of
political science, development studies,
economics, sociology, international
relations, ethics and other disciplines, it
examines concepts of power, government and
governance; the major theories, approaches
and issues in public policy,
administration/management and governance;
development administration/management; and
the process of public policy formulation,
implementation and evaluation. The course
tackles such aspects of public
administration/management as the
bureaucracy; administrative reform; public
financial management: development planning;
decentralization and local governance;
public enterprises and public-private
partnerships; and participation. Special
attention will be devoted to such topics as
“new public management”; poverty and
inequality: civil society in governance;
corruption and anti-corruption; “good
governance”; social protection; women and
governance; energy and water;
transportation and communication; climate
adaptation, vulnerability and resilience;
and migration. The course is taught in
English.
