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Through seminars and research on
international comparative studies on
theories and policies for cultural heritage
protection, this Doctoral research program
aims at developing the knowledge required
for advanced researchers in the field
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In this seminar, participants would develop
their opinions on the role of “soft-power
(such as urban and youth culture, cultural
amenities as well as creativity)” for
heritage conservation, by exploring various
case studies of conservation activities in
the world (e.g. art district in heritage
area or utilisation of old department store
as night club) and by examining
interdisciplinary academic literature on
such subjects critically. Participants will
also improve their ability of fieldwork
(incl. mapping, interviewing etc.).
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
