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This is an intensive graduate-level course
in modern macroeconomics. The specific
focuses are quantitative models and methods
used in modern macroeconomics. In this
course, we will learn some typical dynamic
macroeconomic models, and learn how to solve
these models with numerical simulation
methods using MATLAB and Dynare. This course
is learning-by-doing lecture-based. We will
be working through the details of several
typical models of modern macroeconomics. |
will provide detailed and self-contained
lecture notes, but students are expected to
refer all the materials listed below if
necessary. Students are required to redo the
derivation and calculation of all models and
conduct some replication exercises.

Students should have the knowledge of
undergraduate level macroeconomics and
microeconomics. This means that students
should be familiar with economic meanings
such as utility maximization or cost
minimization. Also, students should be
comfortable with basic multivariable
calculus, Lagrange multiplier method-based
optimization, linear algebra, statistics,
probability and programming. The replication
exercises require students to work with
MATLAB and Dynare.

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This course seeks to help graduate students
hurdle the challenges of academic writing -
from the essays that they submit in class to
journal articles, conference papers, theses
and dissertations. It will assist students
in planning and organizing their academic
writing, in improving their writing style,
in writing more clearly and effectively and
in publishing their work in scholarly
journals, books and other publications. The
course will also help prepare students for
further writing challenges beyond their
graduate studies.

After starting off with what academic
writing is, the course examines how one
writes - positive and negative elements of
writer behavior. It then explores how
students can prepare for writing success in
their respective disciplines. It proceeds to
elements of writing, and the content and
structure of academic writing, providing
detailed discussions on the writing of the
different parts of an academic piece of
writing: introduction, literature review,
methods, results, discussion, abstract,
acknowledgment. With regards writing ethics,
a session will tackle citing sources (or
referencing) ; avoiding plagiarism; and
paraphrasing. To improve the students’
writing, there will be discussions on
writing style, language issues, vocabulary
for writing and revision of drafts. A final
session will be devoted to advising students
on publishing in academic journals.

The course will consist mainly of lectures
and open discussion. Audio-visual aids such
as short video clips, graphs and
illustrations will be used to help make
points or concepts much clearer or more
concrete to students, and to help stimulate
or enliven discussion and debate. Students
will be given assignments in connection with
the topics being discussed in class.
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This course aims to provide students with a
critical understanding of public policy,
administration and management in developing
and transition countries in the era of
globalization. Combining elements of
political science, development studies,
economics, sociology, international
relations, ethics and other disciplines, it
examines concepts of power, government and
governance; the major theories, approaches
and issues in public policy, administration
and management; development
administration/management; and the process
of public policy formulation, implementation
and evaluation. The course tackles such
aspects of public administration/management
as the bureaucracy; administrative reform;
development planning; decentralization and
local governance; public enterprises and
public-private partnerships; and citizen
participation. Special attention will be
devoted to such topics as “new public
management”; poverty and inequality; civil
society in governance; corruption and anti-
corruption; “good governance”; social
protection; gender and development; energy
and water; transportation and communication;
climate change adaptation and disaster risk
reduction; and migration. The course is
taught in English.
