Many neuropsychiatric disorders have a strong genetic component. 
Genome wide association studies lead by international consortia 
has been building a list of genes common to multiple psychiatric 
disorders as well as those unique to a disorder.  Such efforts will 
help us to understand etiology of psychiatric disorders and to 
develop therapeutic treatments. 
In this seminar, I will present 3 topics; 1) the roles of transcriptional 
repressors in Rett syndrome, 2) molecular mechanism underlying 
antidepressant responses, and 3) rodent model of schizophrenia.
